AIR ACCIDENSIYNOPSIS

On September32010a Boeing 742400F departed Dubai InternationAlrport (DXB) on a scheduled cargo flight to
Cologne (CGN), Germany.

22 minutes into the flight, level at 32,000 feet, the flight cradvised Batain Air Traffic Control (BAB)that the
fire warning systems for the cargo compartmsnndicated anonboard main deck fireThe crew decdared an
emergency and requested a return BXBas soon as possible.

The crew further informed BARB that there was smoke in the cockpit and thas thbility to view the primary flight
instruments and radio frequency selection controls had becategraded Due to the obscured visibility in the
cockpit, the crew stayed on the BAHfrequency for the duration of the return flight back to Dubai.

Remainng on the BAKC frequencyheadingEast into the EmirateBlight Information Regio(FIR) required relay
aircraft to communicate with the emergency aircraft by prdry the Air Traffic Control (AT@) Bahrain and the
United Arab EmirateATC (UAE)

As the aircraft approacheXB runway 12t (RW12L), the aircraft overflew tH&@XBnorthern boundary at 4500 ft
and at a speed of 340 kts.

Following theairport over flight, BAKC, through a relay aircraft, advised the flight crew that Sharjah Airgbtd)
was availabled 2 GKS |ANLX I yS QA& .tTBeFdrcraft edudal speednd efiteredSai shallow |- &
descending right turn to the south of Dubai Airport before radar contact was lost.

The aircraft crashed 9nm south of DXB on a military iasic.
